Q? To whom did Paul address this letter?

A. Paul addressed this letter to all the people who are set apart in Christ Jesus at
Philippi, including the overseers and deacons. [1:1]

Q? For what did Paul give thanks to God for the Philippians?

A. Paul gave thanks to God for the Philippians' fellowship in the gospel from the first
day until now. [1:5]

Q? Of what was Paul confident regarding the Philippians?

A. Paul was confident that he who had begun a good work in them would complete
it. [1:6]

Q? In what had the Philippians been Paul's partners?

A. In Paul's imprisonment, and in his defense and confirmation of the gospel, the
Philippians had been his partner. [1:7]

Q? What did Paul pray would increase more and more among the Philippians?

A. Paul prayed that love would increase more and more among the Philippians. [1:9]

Q? With what did Paul desire that the Philippians be filled?

A. Paul desired that the Philippians be filled with the fruits of righteousness. [1:11]

Q? How had Paul's imprisonment advanced the gospel?

A. Paul's imprisonment for Christ had become widely known, and most of the
brothers were now speaking with more boldness. [1:12-14]
